Entry Form Guildlines 
 

Entry Forms: must be returned by June 2, 2010 to BJ 
Whitehead at PO Box 219, Wallowa, OR 97885. 
NOTE Quilters that submit their entry form by May 
23, 2010 will receive an appreciation gift.  Blank entry 
forms may be photocopied to provide extra forms as 
needed. 
Delivery Info: Please deliver your quilts to Joseph 
High School on Thursday, June 10, 2010 between  
10 am and 4 pm . PLEASE NOTE, VERY 
IMPORTANT: Quilts that are not pre-registered by 
June 2nd will not be accepted this year due to the 
volume of quilts that arrive on June 10th 
Pick-up Info: Quilts must be picked up on Saturday 
June 13, 2010 between 5:30pm and 6:30pm at 
Joseph High School.  Claim checks will be issued for 
the quilts at the time of delivery and will be required 
for quilt pick-up.   No quilt will be released without a 
claim check. 
General Info: An identification label must be fastened 
securely to the bottom back corner of each quilt. The 
label must include the same full name and address 
information that appears on the official entry form. 
Exhibitors that need their quilts returned by mail must 
provide packaging, postage, insurance and mailing 
labels. 
ART Quilts  Will not be voted on for Peoples Choice. 
 
All Wall Hangings must have a hanging method, such 
as a sleeve, hanging tabs, etc to be considered a “wall 
hanging”. 
Miniature Definition Must be a true miniature version 
of a large quilt- not just a small quilt made of normal-
sized patches/blocks. 
 
Size Guidelines  
Bed Size Perimeter of more than 250" 
Crib/Lap Perimeter of between 140"- 249" 
Wall Hanging Perimeter of less than 139" 
 
Disclaimer/Release: I understand that the Wallowa 
Mountain Quilt Guild will take all normal precautions 
to safeguard my quilt.  I hereby release the Wallowa 
Mountain Quilt Guild from all liability of any and 
every nature concerning this entry. 
I have read the entry information and agree to these 
conditions upon entering my work.  If my quilt is for 
sale I understand the quilt will remain until pick-up 
time.  The payment will be in the Exhibitor’s name and 
I will not receive it until Saturday’s pick-up time.
